II. RESPONSABILITÉS RECHERCHE 

 

Ma mission en tant qu’Enseignant-Chercheur (EC) consiste à élaborer des matrices conceptuelles 

communes, mais volontairement ouvertes et poreuses, afin de préserver une marge de manœuvre 

analytique suffisante pour appréhender les stratégies de communication en Sciences Humaines et Sociales. 

Ces matrices fonctionnent comme de véritables dispositifs de pouvoir/savoir (Foucault) : elles structurent 

les objets de recherche tout en étant elles-mêmes traversées par des rapports de force, des logiques 

institutionnelles et des contingences culturelles propres aux champs disciplinaires. 

Cette ouverture méthodologique repose sur l’idée que les frontières disciplinaires sont, selon une 

perspective déconstructive (Derrida), toujours instables, marquées par la différance : elles se constituent 

dans le mouvement même qui les déplace, laissant subsister des traces des savoirs qu’elles intègrent ou 

qu’elles excluent. Ainsi, les cadres conceptuels que je mets en place cherchent moins à figer des catégories 

qu’à cartographier des zones de tension, où les discours scientifiques se construisent, se déconstruisent et 

se reconfigurent en permanence. 

Cette posture critique permet de dépasser les effets de clôture propres aux champs académiques (Bourdieu) 

et de promouvoir une lecture transversale et inter-épistémique des pratiques communicationnelles. Elle 

ouvre la voie à une internationalisation et à une globalisation des savoirs et des savoir-faire qui ne se 

réduisent pas à leur simple diffusion : il s’agit plutôt de participer à la reconfiguration des communautés 

interprétatives (Eco) à l’échelle transnationale, dans un espace où les régimes de vérité se négocient et se 

déplacent constamment. 

Ces responsabilités se trouvent renforcées par mes fonctions éditoriales et institutionnelles internationales, 

telles que mon rôle d’Editor-in-Chief de l’International Journal for the Semiotics of Law 

(Springer) depuis 2006, de Co-Editor de plusieurs Law Book Series chez Springer (Living Signs of 

Law, Gender, Justice and Legal Feminism, Law and Visual Jurisprudence) et Routledge (Law, Language 

and Communication), ou encore par ma présidence des International Roundtables for the Semiotics of 

Law depuis 2006. Mes engagements au sein de multiples comités éditoriaux et 

scientifiques internationaux ainsi que l’organisation régulière de congrès et conférences 

mondiaux contribuent directement à cet ancrage transnational et à la construction de réseaux de recherche 
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ouverts et interdisciplinaires. 

En s’inscrivant dans cette dynamique, mes recherches gagnent en visibilité et en rayonnement, tant 

national qu’international, tout en contribuant à la production de réseaux de connaissances ouverts, capables 

de mettre en lumière les fractures, les silences et les tensions constitutives du champ scientifique.

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II.2. MA RECHERCHE 

 

La mise en œuvre du discours juridique doit être comprise comme un dispositif de 

pouvoir/savoir (Foucault), c’est-à-dire comme un ensemble de pratiques, d’énoncés et de régularités qui 

structurent le champ social tout en étant façonnés par lui. Loin d’être neutre, le discours juridique agit 

comme une technologie de gouvernementalité, produisant des subjectivités, normant des comportements 

et conférant au réel une intelligibilité autorisée. 

Les objets d’étude qui en émergent apparaissent ainsi comme des constructions idéologiques et 

symboliques (Bourdieu) : des produits sociaux qui participent à la reproduction des rapports de domination, 

tout en se présentant comme objectifs, naturels et universels. Ces « réalités » juridiques doivent être 

envisagées comme des formations discursives stratégiques, mouvantes et instables, structurées par des 

logiques d’exclusion, de hiérarchisation et de normalisation. 

Les « visages » du Droit observés à un instant T ne sont donc jamais des entités closes : ils relèvent 

d’une archéologieet d’une généalogie précises, et sont continuellement façonnés par des communautés 

interprétatives dominantes (Eco) qui stabilisent provisoirement des significations. Cette instabilité 

fondamentale s’éclaire particulièrement à la lumière de la pensée de Derrida : le Droit, loin de constituer 

un ordre clos, est traversé par la différance, c’est-à-dire par un jeu infini de renvois, de traces et de 

déplacements qui empêche toute clôture du sens. 

Ainsi, le Droit ne peut jamais atteindre la transparence qu’il revendique : il est marqué par des apories, des 

tensions irréductibles qui le condamnent à se reconfigurer sans cesse. La « justice », telle que la conçoit 

Derrida, n’est pas une essence préexistante mais un à-venir, une exigence éthique et infinie qui excède 

toujours le cadre normatif institué. Le discours juridique, en produisant des catégories, en les naturalisant 

et en imposant ses propres régimes de vérité, exerce une violence symbolique (Bourdieu) sur les 

subjectivités et les imaginaires collectifs ; mais cette violence est en même temps fissurée par sa propre 

impossibilité de se clore sur lui-même. 

Le Droit apparaît donc comme un champ sémiotique et socio-discursif en tension permanente, un texte 

sans cesse réécrit et traversé par la trace de ce qui le déborde. C’est sur ce socle critique, sémiotique et 

déconstructif que s’articulent mes recherches, organisées autour de trois axes principaux : 

1. Visual Jurisprudence : analyse des dispositifs visuels et iconographiques qui matérialisent le Droit 

et contribuent à naturaliser son autorité ; 

2. Semiotics and Law : étude des régimes de signes, des apories et des tensions internes du discours 

juridique comme instruments de pouvoir et de légitimation sociale ; 

3. Culture-Mediation Techniques in Law : exploration des médiations culturelles et 

communicationnelles qui participent à la reproduction – mais aussi à la déstabilisation – des 

structures juridiques et de leurs imaginaires.

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II.3. AXES DE RECHERCHE 

 

Mes travaux de recherche s’articulent autour de trois objectifs principaux. 

1. Le premier consiste à mettre en évidence l’existence d’un véritable territoire linguistique 

adapté à une identité spécialisée. Cette approche met en lumière l’importance d’un langage 

spécifique, structuré et cohérent, indispensable pour garantir la précision et la rigueur de la 

communication juridique. 

2. Le second objectif vise à démontrer que cette identification linguistique, par son 

évolution structurelle constante, permet aux utilisateurs du droit de mettre en œuvre des 

stratégies qui ne déstabilisent ni l’acte ni l’action juridiques. Elle contribue également à 

affiner les définitions sémantiques par lesquelles le droit conceptualise le sens de ses énoncés 

et de ses usages. L’accent est ainsi mis sur la nécessité de calibrer et de stabiliser le 

vocabulaire juridique pour préserver la sécurité juridique. 

3. Enfin, le troisième axe a pour ambition de mettre en valeur le rôle des « passeurs de 

savoirs » que sont les jurilinguistes et les traducteurs du droit. Ces acteurs relèvent un défi 

constant : celui de maintenir le langage juridique « à la fois savant (dans son origine) et 

populaire (par destination), technique de facture et civique de vocation » (Cornu, 1990). Cette 

réflexion interroge les dynamiques de diffusion et d’adaptation du droit dans différents 

contextes culturels et linguistiques.
